The Cross: A Path to Life, Not Death
Dear Parishioners,

As we enter this new liturgical season, celebrating the                 
Exaltation of the Holy Cross, we are invited to reflect deeply on 
the true meaning of the Cross. It is not a symbol of defeat, but 
one of victory. The Cross, which at first look seems to signify 
suffering and death, is the very instrument that leads us to life 
and eternal glory.

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Book of Deuteronomy  17: 14-20

When you have come into the land that the LORD your God is giving you, and have taken possession of it 
and settled in it, and you say, ‘I will set a king over me, like all the nations that are around me’, you may 
indeed set over you a king whom the LORD your God will choose. One of your own community you may 
set as king over you; you are not permitted to put a foreigner over you, who is not of your own community. 
Even so, he must not acquire many horses for himself, or return the people to Egypt in order to acquire 
more horses, since the LORD has said to you, ‘You must never return that way again.’ And he must not   
acquire many wives for himself, or else his heart will turn away; also silver and gold he must not acquire in 
great quantity for himself. When he has taken the throne of his kingdom, he shall have a copy of this law 
written for him in the presence of the levitical priests. It shall remain with him and he shall read in it all the 
days of his life, so that he may learn to fear the LORD his God, diligently observing all the words of this law 
and these statutes, neither exalting himself above other members of the community nor turning aside from 
the commandment, either to the right or to the left, so that he and his descendants may reign long over his 
kingdom in Israel.

Second Letter to Timothy 2: 1-10  

Be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus; and what you have heard from me through many witnesses 
entrust to faithful people who will be able to teach others as well. Share in suffering like a good soldier of 
Christ Jesus. No one serving in the army gets entangled in everyday affairs; the soldier’s aim is to please the 
enlisting officer. And in the case of an athlete, no one is crowned without competing according to the rules. 
It is the farmer who does the work who ought to have the first share of the crops. Think over what I say, for 
the Lord will give you understanding in all things. Remember Jesus Christ, raised from the dead, a           
descendant of David that is my gospel, for which I suffer hardship, even to the point of being chained like a 
criminal. But the word of God is not chained. Therefore I endure everything for the sake of the elect, so 
that they may also obtain the salvation that is in Christ Jesus, with eternal glory.

James and John, the sons of Zebedee, came forward to Jesus and said to him, ‘Teacher, we want you to do 
for us whatever we ask of you.’ And he said to them, ‘What is it you want me to do for you?’ And they said 
to him, ‘Grant us to sit, one at your right hand and one at your left, in your glory.’ But Jesus said to them, 
‘You do not know what you are asking. Are you able to drink the cup that I drink, or be baptized with the 
baptism that I am baptized with?’ They replied, ‘We are able.’ Then Jesus said to them, ‘The cup that I drink 
you will drink; and with the baptism with which I am baptized, you will be baptized; but to sit at my right 
hand or at my left is not mine to grant, but it is for those for whom it has been prepared.’ When the ten 
heard this, they began to be angry with James and John. So Jesus called them and said to them, ‘You know 
that among the Gentiles those whom they recognize as their rulers lord it over them, and their great ones 
are tyrants over them. But it is not so among you; but whoever wishes to become great among you must be 
your servant, and whoever wishes to be first among you must be slave of all. For the Son of Man came not 
to be served but to serve, and to give his life a ransom for many.
