“Ya Oum Allah” (O Mother of God)

Dear Parishioners,  
As we enter the month of May, a time traditionally dedicated to the 
Blessed Virgin Mary, and celebrate Mother’s Day, I want to take this 
opportunity to reflect on one of the most cherished hymns of our 
Maronite tradition: “Ya Oum Allah” (O Mother of God).
The first verse of the hymn, translated into English, speaks profoundly 
to this:

Oh Mother of God, Oh compassionate One,
O treasure of mercy, and our Hope,

You are our refuge, and in you we place our Hope,
Intercede for us, Oh Virgin Mary,

And have compassion for our dead.
This verse beautifully reflects our faith and trust in Mary. It reminds us 
that she is not only a figure of history but a present, living refuge for 
each of us. In times of joy, sorrow, or challenge, we turn to her as a 
mother who understands and intercedes on our behalf.
Theologically, this hymn affirms Mary’s title as Theotokos, a dogma 
defined at the Council of Ephesus in 431 AD and upheld across Catholic 
and Orthodox traditions. By invoking her as “Mother of God,” the   
faithful profess belief in the mystery of the Incarnation: that Jesus is 
fully God and fully man. The hymn also reflects Mary’s intercessory role 
in the life of the Church, echoing Catholic teaching that she “continues 
to bring us the gifts of eternal salvation” through her maternal care 
(Catechism of the Catholic Church, §969). Culturally, Ya Oum Allah is 
sung at Marian feasts, funerals, and moments of sorrow or danger. It is 
woven into the fabric of Maronite identity, both in Lebanon and among 
the diaspora. In times of war, displacement, or grief, this hymn 
becomes a voice of collective hope, echoing the deep Marian devotion 
that has sustained the Maronite Church for centuries. Mary, the Mother 
of God, holds a central place in our faith, not only as the mother of 
Jesus but also as our spiritual  mother, a compassionate intercessor, and 
a source of hope. In “Ya Oum Allah,” we acknowledge her divine mercy 
and place our trust in her   loving care. The hymn is more than just a 
prayer; it is a theological and cultural declaration of our devotion to 
Mary, calling on her to intercede for us and to show compassion for the 
living and the dead. Through its melody and message, Ya Oum Allah 
reveals a spirituality rooted in suffering, but crowned with hope—Mary, 
the Mother of God, walking with her children and leading them to 
Christ.
As we celebrate Mother’s Day, let us also reflect on the spiritual 
motherhood of the Virgin Mary, who loves each of us with a maternal 
care beyond measure. Let “Ya Oum Allah” continue to be sung with   
reverence in our communities, uniting all Maronites around the world 
as one family under the mantle of our heavenly Mother, and deepening 
our love for one another, and bringing us closer to Christ.

Gathered there together were Simon Peter, Thomas called the Twin, Nathanael of 
Cana in Galilee, the sons of Zebedee, and two others of his disciples. Simon Peter said to them, ‘I am 
going fishing.’ They said to him, ‘We will go with you.’ They went out and got into the boat, but that 
night they caught nothing. Just after daybreak, Jesus stood on the beach; but the disciples did not 
know that it was Jesus. Jesus said to them, ‘Children, you have no fish, have you?’ They answered him, 
‘No.’ He said to them, ‘Cast the net to the right side of the boat, and you will find some.’ So they cast it, 
and now they were not able to haul it in because there were so many fish. That disciple whom Jesus 
loved said to Peter, ‘It is the Lord!’ When Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he put on some 
clothes, for he was naked, and jumped into the lake. But the other disciples came in the boat, dragging 
the net full of fish, for they were not far from the land, only about a hundred yards off. When they had 
gone ashore, they saw a charcoal fire there, with fish on it, and bread. Jesus said to them, ‘Bring some 
of the fish that you have just caught.’ So Simon Peter went aboard and hauled the net ashore, full of 
large fish, a hundred and fifty-three of them; and though there were so many, the net was not torn.
Jesus said to them, ‘Come and have breakfast.’ Now none of the disciples dared to ask him, ‘Who are 
you? ’ because they knew it was the Lord. Jesus came and took the bread and gave it to them, and did 
the same with the fish. This was now the third time that Jesus appeared to the disciples after he was 
raised from the dead.
