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The Courage to Have a Good Heart
Dear Parishioners,

The month of June is traditionally dedicated to the Sacred Heart of Jesus.
Throughout this month, the Church invites us to contemplate the heart
of Christ—a heart that loves without limits, forgives without hesitation,
and remains open even when wounded.

In our daily language, we often describe someone as having a “good
heart.” We say it almost instinctively. But what do we really mean by it?

Interestingly, modern science has begun to confirm something that
Christianity has taught for centuries: our hearts and minds are deeply
connected. Researchers have discovered that the heart and brain are in
constant communication through the nervous system. Studies on
heart-rate variability show that people who cultivate compassion,
empathy, and caring relationships often experience better emotional
regulation, lower stress levels, and improved overall well-being. Research
has also found measurable connections between compassion and
healthier heart function. The more a person lives in a state of peace,
gratitude, and care for others, the more positively both the heart and the
brain respond.

In other words, a loving heart does not only benefit the soul—it benefits
the whole person.

A good heart is not simply a heart that feels emotions. It is a heart that
chooses goodness. It is a heart capable of compassion, mercy, patience,
generosity, and forgiveness. A person with a good heart sees the suffering
of others and cannot remain indifferent. A good heart does not seek
revenge. It does not rejoice in the failures of others. It remains open,
even after being disappointed.

Yet many people today mistakenly think that having a good heart is a
weakness. The world often praises those who are aggressive, calculating,
and self-serving. Kindness is sometimes mistaken for naivety. Mercy is
confused with weakness.

The devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus is therefore not just about
honoring an image or praying a novena. It is an invitation to become like
Christ. When we ask Jesus to make our hearts like His, we are asking
Him to transform our way of thinking, speaking, judging, and loving.

As we celebrate this month of the Sacred Heart, perhaps the most
important question is not whether we pray to the Sacred Heart, but
whether our hearts resemble His.

May the Heart of Jesus teach us that goodness is not weakness, mercy is
not defeat, and love is not foolishness. In a world often marked by
division and hostility, may we have the courage to possess what is per-
haps the greatest strength of all: a heart like His.

Book of Proverbs 8:22-23, 30-36

The LORD created me at the beginning of his work, the first of his acts of long ago. Ages ago I was set
up, at the first, before the beginning of the earth. then I was beside him, like a master worker; and I
was daily his delight, rejoicing before him always, rejoicing in his inhabited world and delighting in
the human race. ‘And now, my children, listen to me: happy are those who keep my ways. Hear
instruction and be wise, and do not neglect it. Happy is the one who listens to me, watching daily at
my gates, waiting beside my doors. For whoever finds me finds life and obtains favour from the LORD;
but those who miss me injure themselves; all who hate me love death.’

A Reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to the Corinthians 2:1-10

Brothers and Sisters, When [ came to you, brothers and sisters, I did not come proclaiming the
mystery of God to you in lofty words or wisdom. For I decided to know nothing among you except
Jesus Christ, and him crucified. And I came to you in weakness and in fear and in much trembling. My
speech and my proclamation were not with plausible words of wisdom, but with a demonstration of
the Spirit and of power, so that your faith might rest not on human wisdom but on the power of God.
Yet among the mature we do speak wisdom, though it is not a wisdom of this age or of the rulers of
this age, who are doomed to perish. But we speak God’s wisdom, secret and hidden, which God
decreed before the ages for our glory. None of the rulers of this age understood this; for if they had,
they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. But, as it is written, ‘What no eye has seen, nor ear
heard, nor the human heart conceived, what God has prepared for those who love him’ these things
God has revealed to us through the Spirit; for the Spirit searches everything, even the depths of God.

Holy Gospel of Jesus Christ according to Saint John 14:21-27

They who have my commandments and keep them are those who love me; and those who love me will
be loved by my Father, and I will love them and reveal myself to them.” Judas (not Iscariot) said to
him, ‘Lord, how is it that you will reveal yourself to us, and not to the world?’ Jesus answered him,
‘Those who love me will keep my word, and my Father will love them, and we will come to them and
make our home with them. Whoever does not love me does not keep my words; and the word that you
hear is not mine, but is from the Father who sent me. ‘I have said these things to you while I am still
with you. But the Advocate, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you
everything, and remind you of all that I have said to you. Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to
you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled, and do not let them be

afraid.
